1.02 Without prejudice to the validity of anything done or to any liability incurred in respect of

any act or omission before coming into force of this Order the Orders specified in
Column 1 of Schedule 1.01 to this Order are hereby revoked to the extent shown in
Column 2 of the said Schedule.

2 Interpretation

2.02 In this Order all expressions, except where the context otherwise requires, shall have
the meanings assigned to them:

(1) “apparatus” means a ticket issuing parking machine;

(2) “authorised vehicle” means a vehicle of a specified class authorised to use
a Parking Place by virtue of Article 4 of this Order and as specified in the
Schedules to this Order;

(3) "caravan” means any structure designed or adapted for human habitation
which is capable of being moved from one place to another (whether by
being towed or by being transported on a motor vehicle or trailer),

(4) "Civil Enforcement Officer" means a person authorised by or on behalf of
the Council to supervise any Parking Place and to enforce the restrictions
imposed by this Order;

(5) “coach” means:

(@) a motor vehicle constructed or adapted to carry more than 14
passengers exclusive of the Driver);

or

(b) a local bus not so constructed or adapted as defined in the Traffic
Signs Regulations and General Directions 2002;

(6) “charging period” means the period from 8 o’clock in the forencon on one
day to 8 o'clock in the forenoon on the following day;

“Council” means the North East Lincolnshire Borough Council, and includes,
unless a contrary intention appears, a person duly authorised by the Council to
act on its behalf in connection with this Order;

“disabled person's vehicle” has the same meaning as in the Local

"motor vehicle" has the same meaning as in section 136 of the Act of

"motor cycle" has the same meanings as in section 136 of the Act of 1984
provided that for the purpose of this Order the term shall be deemed to refer
only to a solo motor cycle;

“parking bay” means any area of a parking place surface marked out, by
means of white or yellow lines or otherwise for the leaving of a vehicle;

"parking place" means any area of land specified by name and described
in the Schedules to this Order and shaded in red on the appropriate plans
attached provided:

@ by the Council under Section 32 of the Act of 1984 for use as a
Parking Place;

(b) by any other person under Section 33(4)(b) of the Act of 1984 for
use as a Parking Place;

"passenger vehicle" means a motor vehicle (other than a motor cycle or
Invalid Carriage) constructed or adapted solely for the carriage of not more
than fourteen passengers (exclusive of the driver) and their effects and not
drawing a trailer;

“pay and display ticket” means a ticket issued by a ticket machine located
in the parking place in which the vehicle has been left or issued by a person
nominated by the Council on payment of a charge and valid for a parking
period as detailed in the Schedules;

"penalty charge" means a charge set by the Council under the provisions
of Section 77 and Schedule 9 of the TMA of 2004 and The Civil
Enforcement of Parking Contraventions (Guidelines on Levels of
Charges)(England) Order 2007 (as amended) which is to be paid to the
Council within 28 days beginning with the date of issue endorsed upon the
penalty charge notice;

“penalty charge notice” means a notice of Penalty Charge issued or
served by a Civil Enforcement Officer pursuant to the provisions of Section
78 of the Traffic Management Act 2004 and the Civil Enforcement of
Parking Contraventions (England) General Regulations 2007;

“permit” means any business and/or contract permit, Council members

specify conditions of use;

“person in charge of a vehicle” means the driver of a vehicle or the
instructor of a person driving whilst holding a provisional licence for that
vehicle;

“reduced penalty charge” means a charge set by the Council under the
provisions of Section 77 and Schedule 9 of the TMA of 2004 and The Civil
Enforcement of Parking Contraventions (Guidelines on Levels of
Charges)(England) Order 2007which is to be paid within 14 days following the
date of issue endorsed on the penalty charge notice;

“registered keeper” means the person in whose name the vehicle was
registered under the Vehicle Excise and Registration Act 1994;

“relevant date” means the date upon which any vehicle is or was parked in
any parking place or upon which any event occurs or occurred in breach of any
of the provisions of this Order or to which this Order relates;

“relevant position” means:-

@) in the case of a vehicle fitted with a front windscreen the badge pass,
permit or pay and display ticket as the case may be is exhibited
thereon with the obverse side facing forwards on the near side of and
affixed to the windscreen so that the same is readable from the
outside of the vehicle;

(b) in the case of a vehicle not fitted with a front windscreen the badge
pass, permit or pay and display ticket as the case may be is exhibited
in a conspicuous and readable position on the vehicle;

“specified charge for parking” means the fee payable for parking in a
parking place as displayed on or adjacent to the ticket machine relating to that
parking place;

“ticket machine” means apparatus or a device of a type and design approved
by the appropriate Minister in accordance with Section (35)3 of the Act of 1984;

"trailer" has the same meaning as in section 136 of the Act of 1984.

Each of the areas of land specified by name and described in Schedule 2, and shown

Where in Schedule 3 a parking place is described as available for vehicles of a specified
class or in a specified position, the person in charge of a vehicle shall not permit it to wait
in that parking place unless

The person in charge of a vehicle shall not wait or park on any yellow line or hatched
area or cause an obstruction or permit it to wait in a Parking Place other than in a
Parking Bay and for this purpose, except with the permission of the Council and Civil

Bay and not more than one vehicle shall occupy any one such Parking Bay.

The person in charge of a vehicle shall not permit it to wait in a Parking Place or part
thereof that has been reserved by means of a sign or surface marking specifically for
use by disabled persons or motorcycles or for loading and unloading or reserved for

business unless:

The person in charge of a vehicle shall not permit it to wait in a Parking Place for
longer than the maximum period permitted for waiting specified in Schedules to this
Order in relation to that Parking Place.

When a vehicle has left a Parking Place after waiting therein the person in charge of
the vehicle thereof shall not within one hour after its leaving permit it to wait again in
that Parking Place

If parking bays are marked out in a parking place the driver of a vehicle shall ensure

The person in charge of a vehicle shall not cause or permit it to wait in a parking place
specified in the Schedules hereto for longer than seven days together at any one time,
notwithstanding the fact that the appropriate payment has been made.

Insofar as a vehicle is left in a parking place during the charging hours the person in
charge thereof shall pay such charges as are specified in the following provisions of this
Order.

The person in charge of a vehicle shall not permit that vehicle to wait in a parking place
unless the vehicle is licensed in pursuance of the provisions of the Vehicle (Excise) Act
1971 and unless there is in relation to the use of the vehicle by the person in charge
such a policy of insurance as complies with the requirements of Part VI of the Road
Traffic Act 1988.

The person in charge of a motor vehicle using a parking place shall stop the engine as
soon as the vehicle is in position in the parking place and shall not start the engine again
except when about to change the position of the vehicle in or to depart from the parking
place.

No person shall use a vehicle while it is in a parking place in connection with the sale of
any article to persons in or near the parking place or in connection with the selling or
offering for hire of their skill or services unless previously authorised in writing by the
Council.

The person in charge of a vehicle using a parking place shall not sound any horn or
other similar instrument except when about to change the position of the vehicle in or to
depart from the parking place.

No person shall use any part of a parking place or any vehicle left in a parking place
unless previously authorised in writing by the Council

No person in a parking place shall use any threatening, abusive or insulting language,
gesture or conduct with intent to put any person in fear or so as to occasion a breach of
the peace whereby a breach of the peace is likely to occasioned.

In a parking place no person shall:

Q) erect or cause or permit to be erected any tent, booth, stand, building or other
structure without the written consent of the Council

or
2 light or cause or permit to be lit any fire.

No person shall except with the permission of a person authorised by the Council in that
behalf drive or permit any vehicle in a parking place for any other purpose than the
purpose of leaving that vehicle in a parking place in accordance with the provisions of
this Order or for the purpose of departing from the parking place.

The Council does not undertake to supervise any Parking Place and entry to and exit
from and use of the Parking Bays is entirely at the users risk and the Council or its
servants or agents does not accept any liability for any damage to or loss of vehicles
or their contents which arise from any act or omission outside its reasonable control
unless directly caused by the negligence of its staff, agents or contractors.

This Section applies to the parking places specified by name in Column 1 of Schedule 3.

The specified charge for a vehicle left in a parking place during the charging hours shall
be that charge for each period of parking as shown in Schedule 4.1 in relation to each of
the parking places referred to in Schedule 3 or by notice on site.

The specified charge shall be paid on the leaving of a vehicle in a parking place and the
said charge shall be paid by the insertion of an appropriate coin or coins into the
apparatus or device provided or by the insertion of a decremental magnetic card into the
apparatus or device provided (if the apparatus or device provided is capable of accepting
decremental magnetic cards), such apparatus being approved in accordance with
Section 35(3) of the Act of 1984, and the provisions of Section 47(5) of the Act of 1984
shall apply in respect of such apparatus.

No person shall cause or permit any vehicle to be parked during the charging hours
in a pay and display parking place after the expiry of a displayed pay and display
ticket.

If at any time while a vehicle is parked in a pay and display parking place no pay and
display ticket or permit is displayed on that vehicle in the relevant position and in
accordance with the provisions of this order, it shall be deemed that the charge has
not been paid.

If at the time when a vehicle is parked during the charging hours in a pay and display
parking place and the nearest ticket machine in that parking place is out of order,
then a pay and display ticket shall be obtained from another ticket machine within the
same parking place (where provided) or as directed in the parking place. If a pay
and display ticket cannot be obtained from the ticket machine(s) then the Council
must be informed using the contact numbers displayed on the information signs
within the car park immediately and before the vehicle is left in the parking place.

If at any time when a vehicle is left in a parking place during the prescribed hours there is
no ticket issuing machine at that parking place or all the ticket issuing machines at that
parking place carry notices placed upon them by authority of the Council indicating that
they are out of order:

@ the Council may arrange for tickets to be issued by a parking attendant and in
this event all other terms and provisions of this Order shall have full force and
effect;

The penalty charge — Band 2 as set out in Section 1 of The Civil Enforcement of

The Council or any officer authorised in that behalf may at its or their discretion quash
the liability to pay a Penalty Charge to which the person in charge or registered keeper
has become liable under this Atrticle.

6 Relocation, Removal and Disposal of Vehicles
